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What is the aim of the Journal of Medical Radiation Sciences Reviewer Mentoring Program?

The JMRS Reviewer Mentoring Program is designed to guide and support new or novice reviewers or those that have some experience in peer review but desire more formal training. The overall goal of the JMRS Editorial Review Board is to consistently provide quality written peer reviews that authors can use to guide them during the JMRS publication process. 
What does it involve?

The mentee is assigned to a JMRS associate editor with similar professional interests.  The mentor associate editor will act as a mentor to help, guide and support the mentee reviewer when writing their peer review.
Once at least 2 manuscript reviews are completed to the satisfaction of the mentor, the mentee is deemed to have successfully completed the program. The successful participant receives a certificate of completion and added to the JMRS peer reviewer database.  Upon successful completion of the program, the mentee will be invited to review for JMRS in the area of their expertise. 
What are the benefits of participating to this program?

1. Gain a better understanding of the responsibilities of peer reviewers and editors at JMRS.

2. Apply best practice when conducting and writing peer reviews for JMRS.
3. Acquire tools and tips to successfully write peer reviews for JMRS.
